Is the threshold closed?

Incorrect threshold processor settings may cause all signals to be intercepted. This
happens most often when the threshold is set too high and the signal is not large
enough to make the threshold "open".

Is the fader up?
The channel fader needs to be set to a sufficiently high level. If the problematic output

path is in front of the fader, the fader position has no effect on its signal.

Is the output main channel path valid?

The inspection method is basically the same as the output channel inspection method,

and the same inspection is run on the output channel.

Is the physical output valid?

Check the connections and your amplifier system.

If the meter shows a valid output, then the problem may be with the physical output or
after the physical output.
